TO ACCOMMODATE UNANTICIPATED DELAYS IN U.S. POSTAL SERVICE DELIVERY, 

AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT MODIFIED 

PENALTY AND BILLING PROCEDURES FOR UTILITY BILLING IN ACCORDANCE 

WITH SECTION 1042.04 OF THE BELLBROOK CODIFIED ORDINANCES  

WHEREAS, There have been increased unanticipated delays in the delivery of mail items through the 

U.S. Postal Service; and 

WHEREAS, the City utilizes the U.S. Postal Service for delivery and receipt of utility bills; and 

WHEREAS, the current schedule of utility billing and penalty assessments can potentially create 

difficult timelines for residents to respond to utility bills considering the time needed for U.S. Postal 

Service delivery; and 

WHEREAS, City Council wishes to provide services and policies that support and benefit the residents 

of Bellbrook and not create any undue burdens 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF BELLBROOK HEREBY RESOLVES: 

Section 1. In accordance with Section 1042.04 of the Bellbrook Codified Ordinances, the City 

Manager is authorized to develop and implement modified billing and penalty procedures in accordance 

with Section 1042.04 of the Bellbrook Codified Ordinances. 

Section 2. That it is found and determined that all formal actions of the City Council relating to the 

adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of 

this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the 

public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including §121.22 of the Revised Code of the State of 

Ohio. 

Section 3. That this resolution shall take effect and be in force forthwith.
